In Holy Communion the crucified and tisen Christ is present, giving his true body and blood as food and
drink. All are invited to the table where Christ himself is host.

As We Gather:

Baptism is about who we are and who we ate called to be. This is made abundantly clear as Mark natrates
Jesus’ own baptism in the Jordan. But the voice tinging out from the heavens speaks not just to Jesus
himself, but to all those gathered that day, and even us in this time and place. “This is my beloved Son, with
whom I am pleased.” It is clear that God was pointing out Jesus as the Messiah, but the same sentiment
can be said of each of us as well. We are God’s beloved today. So while baptism is about God calling us, it
is also about God calling us for the sake of the people atound us. Baptism propels us from the font into the
arms of community. A community that is equipped for ministty in the world that desperately needs to hear
the Good News. A community that is the beloved Body of Christ for the world of this day and age.

Worship lies at the heart of the Christian [ife. 1t i in worship that we express onr theology and define our identity. It is through
encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the peaple of God. One of the glories of the Lutheran
Church 2y dls liturgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms, words, und actions through which public worship is
conducted.

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This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the ~Acts
of the Apostles, or the Revelation to Jobn.

SECOND READING: Acts 19:1-7

While Apollos was in Corinth, Paul passed through the intetior regions and came to Ephesus,
where he found some disciples. 2Fle said to them, "Did you teceive the Holy Spitit when you
became believers?" They replied, "No, we have not even heard that there is a Holy Spitit." *Then
he said, "Into what then were you baptized?" They answered, "Into John's baptism." 4Paul said,
"John baptized with the baptism of repentance, telling the people to believe in the one who was
to come after him, that is, in Jesus." On heating this, they were baptized in the name of the

Lotd Jesus. S\When Paul had laid his hands on them, the Holy Spitit came upon them, and they
spoke in tongues and prophesied — 7altogether there were about twelve of them.

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The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for ‘1 believe.” First formulated at the Council of Nicaea in
325 AD and confirmed in 381 AD, the Nicene Creed reflects what Christians believe regarding the
relationship between the Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit: The Holy Trinity.

he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
who proceeds from the Father and the Son,
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified,
who has spoken through the prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic church.

We look for the resurtection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come. Amen.
