As We Gather:

“That’s not fair” Those may be the three words parents hear most often. Our children are obsessed with
fairness. But in fairness to children, aren’t we all pretty obsessed with fairness? If I've worked longer or
harder, I expect to receive more. And don’t get me started on line jumpers. Don’t they know where they
belong? Our readings today upend our worldly conceptions of fairness, reminding us that God is more
interested in dealing out love than meting out justice. After all, whoever we are, we all approach God with
empty hands. God’s gifts are God’s to give. No matter who you are, the grace of it all is that God gives you
the same as everyone clse: the same blessing, the same grace, the same salvation through Christ alone.

Worship lies at the heart of the Christian life. It is in worship that we express our theology and define our identity. It is
throngh encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the people of God. One of the glories of the
Lutheran Church is its liturgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms, words, and actions through which public
worship is conducted.

When God saw what [the people of Nineveh] did, how they turned from their evil ways, God
changed his mind about the calamity that he had said he would bring upon them; and he did
not do it.

2He prayed to the LORD
and said, "O LORD! Is not this what I said while I was still in my own country? That is why I
fled to Tarshish at the beginning; for I knew that you are a gracious God and merciful, slow
to anger, and abounding in steadfast love, and ready to relent from punishing. >And now, O
LORD, please take my life from me, for it is better for me to die than to live." “And the
LORD said, "Is it right for you to be angry?" 5Then Jonah went out of the city and sat down
east of the city, and made a booth for himself there. He sat under it in the shade, waiting to
see what would become of the city.

¢The Lord GOD appointed a bush, and made it come up over Jonah, to give shade over
his head, to save him from his discomfort; so Jonah was very happy about the bush. "But
when dawn came up the next day, God appointed a worm that attacked the bush, so that it
withered. 8When the sun rose, God prepared a sultry east wind, and the sun beat down on the
head of Jonah so that he was faint and asked that he might die. He said, "It is better for me to
die than to live."

9But God said to Jonah, "Is it right for you to be angry about the bush?" And he said,
"Yes, angty enough to die." "Then the LORD said, "You ate concerned about the bush, for
which you did not labor and which you did not grow; it came into being in a night and
perished in a night. ""And should I not be concerned about Nineveh, that great city, in which
there are more than a hundred and twenty thousand persons who do not know their right
hand from their left, and also many animals?"

The psalms are prayers that Jesus used and cover every mood of humanity’s relationship with God and one
another. The biblical book of Psalms is the hymnal of ancient Israel, many written for use in temple worship.

258ince I am convinced of this, I know that I will remain and
continue with all of you for your progress and joy in faith, 26so that I may share abundantly
in your boasting in Christ Jesus when I come to you again.

2’Only, live your life in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ, so that, whether I come
and see you or am absent and hear about you, I will know that you are standing firm in one

The Gospel acclamation, or sometimes sequence hymn, moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the
Word — the reading of the Holy Gospel. Gospel means “good news” — specifically the “good news of Jesus.”

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This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, or John), which depict the life,
teachings, death, resurrection, and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to
show the particular importance placed on Jesus’ words and actions.

3When he went out about nine o'clock, he saw others
standing idle in the marketplace; “and he said to them, "You also go into the vineyard, and I will
pay you whatever is right." So they went. When he went out again about noon and about three
o'clock, he did the same. ¢And about five o'clock he went out and found others standing around,;
and he said to them, "Why are you standing here idle all day?' "They said to him, 'Because no one
has hired us.' He said to them, "You also go into the vineyard.' $When evening came, the owner
of the vineyard said to his manager, 'Call the laborers and give them their pay, beginning with the
last and then going to the first.' "When those hired about five o'clock came, each of them
received the usual daily wage. '"Now when the first came, they thought they would receive more;
but each of them also received the usual daily wage. ''And when they received it, they grumbled
against the landowner, 12saying, "These last worked only one hout, and you have made them
equal to us who have borne the burden of the day and the scorching heat.' 3But he replied to
one of them, 'Friend, I am doing you no wrong; did you not agree with me for the usual daily
wage? #Take what belongs to you and go; I choose to give to this last the same as I give to

you. ’Am I not allowed to do what I choose with what belongs to me? Or are you envious
because I am generous?' 19So the last will be first, and the first will be last."

In the Great Thanfksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has
done for us in the life, death, and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a
long prayer with four parts. Each of these four parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last
Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We
begin the Great Thanfksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your hearts.”
