As We Gather:

Our readings during November speak of the end times. The prophet, Zephaniah, proclaims that the coming
day of the LORD will be filled with wrath and distress. Paul says it will come like a thief in the night and
urges us to be awake and sober. Jesus tells the parable of the talents, calling us to use our gifts, while we still
have time, for the greater and common good. In a world filled with violence and despair, we gather around
signs of hope—word, water, bread, and wine—eager to welcome the good news of Christ’s coming among
us.

Worship lies at the heart of the Christian life. It is in worship that we express our theology and define onr identity. 1t is
throngh encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the people of God. One of the glories of the
Lutheran Church is its litnrgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms, words, and actions through which public
worship is conducted.
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The people’s responses are in bold.
This type of note, offering directions about the service is called a “rubric,” which comes from the Latin word
rubrica (red) — referring to a time when these instructional notes were always written in red.

This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts
of the Apostles, or the Revelation to Jobn.

SECOND READING: 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11

Now concerning the times and the seasons, brothers and sisters, you do not need to have
anything written to you. 2For you yourselves know very well that the day of the Lord will
come like a thief in the night. 3When they say, "There is peace and security,” then sudden
destruction will come upon them, as labor pains come upon a pregnant woman, and there will
be no escape! “But you, beloved, are not in darkness, for that day to surprise you like a thief;
5for you are all children of light and children of the day; we are not of the night or of
darkness. °So then let us not fall asleep as others do, but let us keep awake and be sober; "for
those who sleep sleep at night, and those who are drunk get drunk at night. 8But since we
belong to the day, let us be sober, and put on the breastplate of faith and love, and for a
helmet the hope of salvation. For God has destined us not for wrath but for obtaining
salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, %who died for us, so that whether we are awake or
asleep we may live with him. ""Therefore encourage one another and build up each other, as
indeed you are doing,.

The Gospel acclamation, or sometimes sequence hymn, moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the
Word — the reading of the Holy Gospel. Gospel means “good news” — specifically the “good news of Jesus.”

2'His master said to him, "Well done, good and
trustworthy slave; you have been trustworthy in a few things, I will put you in charge of many
things; enter into the joy of your master.' 22And the one with the two talents also came forward,
saying, 'Master, you handed over to me two talents; see, I have made two more talents.' ZHis
master said to him, "Well done, good and trustworthy slave; you have been trustworthy in a few
things, I will put you in chatge of many things; enter into the joy of your master.' 2*Then the one
who had received the one talent also came forward, saying, 'Master, I knew that you were a harsh
man, reaping where you did not sow, and gathering where you did not scatter seed; »>so I was
afraid, and I went and hid your talent in the ground. Here you have what is yours.' 26But his
master replied, "You wicked and lazy slave! You knew, did you, that I reap where I did not sow,
and gather where I did not scatter? 2’Then you ought to have invested my money with the
bankers, and on my return I would have received what was my own with interest.
