As We Gather: Why Is Holy Week Important

The final three days of Lent are often referred to as the Triduum. A triduum is a three-day period of prayer,
usually in preparation for an important festival. The final three days of Lent and Holy Weck, refetred to as
the Paschal Triduum, ate considered the "summit of the Liturgical Year", leading us into the feast of feasts,
the Resurrection of our Lord on Eastet.

Though chronologically three days, the Paschal Triduum is liturgically a single event unfolding for us the
unity of Christ's Paschal Mystery. For this reason there is no benediction on Maundy Thursday or Good
Friday, for the Triduum isn’t complete until the Easter Eucharist is celebrated.

FIRST READING: Exodus 12:1-14

The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: 2This month shall mark for you the
beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the yeat fot you. 3Tell the whole congtegation
of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each
household. “If a household is too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in
obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in proportion to the numbet of people who eat of it.
>Your lamb shall be without blemish, a year-old male; you may take it from the sheep or from
the goats. You shall keep it until the foutteenth day of this month; then the whole assembled
congregation of Israel shall slaughter it at twilight. "They shall take some of the blood and put it
on the two doorposts and the lintel of the houses in which they eat it. 8They shall eat the lamb
that same night; they shall eat it roasted over the fire with unleavened bread and bitter hetbs.
Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted over the fire, with its head, legs, and
innet organs. '%You shall let none of it remain until the motning; anything that remains until the
morning you shall burn. "This is how you shall eat it: your loins gitded, yout sandals on your
feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it huttiedly. It is the passover of the LORD.
2For I will pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will sttike down every firstborn in
the land of Egypt, both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute
judgments: I am the LORD. *The blood shall be a sign fot you on the houses where you live:
when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague shall destroy you when 1 strike the land
of Egypt. ¥This day shall be a day of remembrance for you. You shall celebrate it as a festival to
the LORD; throughout your generations you shall obsetve it as a perpetual ordinance.

2After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to
them, “Do you know what I have done to you? 1*You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are
right, for that is what I am. "So if I, your Lotrd and Teacher, have washed yout feet, you also
ought to wash one another’s feet. 15For I have set you an example, that you also should do as T
have done to you. "*Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are
messengers greater than the one who sent them. 7If you know these things, you are blessed if
you do them. *'Jesus said, “Now the Son of Man has been glotified, and God has been glorified



in him. 32If God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify
him at once. ¥Little children, I am with you only a little longer. You will look for me; and as 1
said to the Jews so now I say to you, “Where I am going, you cannot come.” *I give you a new
commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one
anothet.
