ABOUI I'HIS EVENING’S SERVICE

The word Tenebrae means “darkness” and refers to the darkness which covered the earth at
the time of Christ’s crucifixion. The extinguishing of candles, gradually casting the church
into complete darkness, has been placed within the reading of the Passion according to John,
the ancient gospel narrative for the day and signifies the hatred, resentment, and falling away
of the world over against the Savior and his love, metcy, and faithfulness.

The central candle, which is not extinguished, symbolizes the presence of the Savior in our
midst. This central candle is removed to symbolize the death of Jesus and and will return on
Easter morning as the paschal candle.

The Adoration of the Cross is an ancient devotion of the Chtistian Church, used duting Holy
Week to impress upon the minds and hearts of believets the awful consequence of sin and
the magnitude of the Saviot’s sacrifice on the cross.

The offering is received at the doorways this evening.
