As We Gather

The final three days of Lent are often referred to as the Triduum. A triduum is a three-day period of prayer,
usually in preparation for an important festival. The final three days of Lent and Holy Week, referred to as
the Paschal Triduum, leads us into the feast of feasts, the Resurrection of our Lord on Easter.

Though chronologically three days, the Paschal Ttiduum is litutgically a single event revealing for us the
unity of Christ's Paschal Mystery. For this reason there is no benediction on Maundy Thursday or Good
Friday, for the Triduum isn’t complete until the Easter Eucharist is celebrated.

FIRST READING: Exodus 12:1-14

The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: 2?This month shall mark for you the
beginning of months; it shall be the fitst month of the year for you. *Tell the whole congtregation
of Israel that on the tenth of this month they ate to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each
household. “If a household is too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in
obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in ptopottion to the number of people who eat of it.
SYour lamb shall be without blemish, a year-old male; you may take it from the sheep or from
the goats. °You shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month; then the whole assembled
congtegation of Istael shall slaughter it at twilight. "They shall take some of the blood and put it
on the two doorposts and the lintel of the houses in which they eat it. 8They shall eat the lamb
that same night; they shall eat it roasted over the fire with unleavened bread and bitter herbs.
’Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted over the fire, with its head, legs, and
innet organs. 1% ou shall let none of it remain until the motning; anything that remains until the
morning you shall burn. "This is how you shall eat it: your loins gitded, yout sandals on your
feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it hurtiedly. It is the passover of the LORD.
12Fot I will pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike down evety fitstborn in
the land of Fgypt, both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute
judgments: I am the LORD. 3The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live:
when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague shall desttoy you when I strike the land
of Egypt. ¥This day shall be a day of remembrance for you. You shall celebrate it as a festival to
the LORD; throughout your generations you shall observe it as a perpetual ordinance.
